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Hi! How are we doing? It’s good to see everyone today. I’m excited to be here. Seven years ago, I mustered up the courage to ask Nina’s dad if I could drive his 1999 Blue Chevy Camaro. This is his baby. He might like that car better than he likes me. But he reluctantly agreed to let me drive it. I was very excited. We went out and hit the open road and something happened when we went out. My foot started to burn and the only way to relieve that burning was to press it to the ground as hard as I could with the gas pedal underneath! You could say, if you will, that my foot had a fever and the only cure was more gas pedal! We hit the open road and we’re having a good time. We pulled up next to this Mustang and I couldn’t help but to gun it and we took off. The problem was, I wasn’t used to my car answering my request for speed. I drive a 1995 Honda Civic, 0 to 60 in about 5 ½ minutes. I hit that gas pedal and that thing answered! We took off and left that old man in the dust, and he knows not to mess with me anymore. I look over and I see Nina’s dad and I’m waiting for a scowl or some comment to put me back in my place and I look over and he says, “Feels good doesn’t it!”  I smiled because I knew that if he trusted me with this baby, he probably would trust me with his other baby. So I decided to jump in and I said, “Ya know, I love you daughter Nina and I want to spend the rest of my life with her and I would be honored if you would give me permission to marry her.” And he looked at me and he said, “Stop the car, get out, I don’t ever want to see your ugly face around here again!” No, I’m just kidding! He didn’t say that. He was really kind and he said, “We’d love to have you in our family.” 
Not long after that, I pushed all the chips into the middle of the table and I asked Nina to marry me. We had a great relationship before that. I loved her and I was mostly committed to her. But I wasn’t 100% of the way committed to her. It was one of the scariest decisions of my life but it was one of the most rewarding decisions of my life. When you get married, you have to go 100% of the way in. Can you imagine a set of vows that said: In all love and honor, in all faith and tenderness, but that fidelity thing, that’s up to you guys, but in all joy and sorrow and sickness and health, but extreme conflict, that’s a tricky one, I’m going to let you guys think about that one and leave it up to you, so long as you both shall feel like it.  Can you imagine? No. When you go all in in marriage, it is all in. You give 100%. It doesn’t matter if before that you are 50% or 70% or 98%, when you step into marriage it is everything of who you are to give to the other person. Now, here’s what’s great – the last 2% is the best part about marriage. It is what makes a marriage relationship so successful and so great because it is that last 2% that teaches you to buy flowers for a spouse or to surprise them with dinner. It’s the last 2% that pushes you to share those intimate thoughts of your history or to sit down and talk about your dreams of a future together. It is the last 2% that makes all the difference in the world in that marriage. 

This principle is bigger than marriage. This is bigger than relationship. This is the principle of all in.
I Kings 19, we find Elijah in this very lonely place in life. He had just come out of the incredible experience where he was part of one of the greatest miracles in all of biblical history. He had come before the Lord and he called down fire from heaven to consume the sacrifice on an altar to defeat the prophets of Baal at Mount Carmel. Or as Ella says – Mount Caramel Corn.  It is this amazing defeat. He is the underdog and he comes in and throws everyone’s brackets off. No one saw it coming and people get mad because of that. So he receives death threats after this and he ends up on a cave all alone praying to God. He is before the Lord saying, ‘I don’t know what to do. I’m all alone.’ And God says, ‘You are not all alone, there are thousands of people out there.’ And He calls him to three relationships. And we are going to take a look at one of those relationships today with a guy named Elisha. In I Kings 19, starting in verse 19
19 So Elijah went from there and found Elisha son of Shaphat. He was plowing with twelve yoke of oxen, and he himself was driving the twelfth pair. Elijah went up to him and threw his cloak around him.
This might seem like Elijah is trying to keep his buddy warm and cuddly in the midst of this but there are three different cloaks or mantels that we see in the Old Testament times. This one is made out of animal hair and is usually worn by kings or prophets in the Old Testament. So he brings this thing and puts it over his back, and when he does this, it is a sign of going all in in this relationship. It is a way of Elijah expressing himself to say, ‘I’m giving you everything.’ As a ring is to marriage, so is a cloak to the prophet. So when he does this thing, he is saying, ‘Take all of my time, I’m giving you all of my wisdom. I’m willing to mentor you. I am giving you everything in this relationship.’
Bill Hybels talks about the difference between genuine community and what psychologist Scott Peck calls pseudo-community. They look very similar but at the same time, they are very different. We start with pseudo-community and this is where people are really guarded but they are also polite. This is where most of us live most of our lives. It is the commonalities of life, the conversations that we have that are maybe meaningful but don’t dig down deep into who we really are. That is pseudo-community. Then secondly, we have this thing over here called genuine community. Genuine community is the life-giving relationship. It is that relationship that you share the secrets and the walls all come down. It is where you find true encouragement in life and genuine community.

How do you get from pseudo-community to genuine community? You have to go through this tunnel. We’ll call this tunnel the tunnel of chaos. What is the tunnel of chaos? The tunnel of chaos is this step of faith that we take to get a little bit too vulnerable in that conversation, to step out and share something about ourselves with a friend that we wouldn’t otherwise share in pseudo-community. It is us risking relationship to share our dreams and our thoughts and to share those intimate parts of our history and of who we are with a friend so that they can then hold us accountable. It is taking those moments to come before a friend and have a hard conversation that will lead out of a place of fake relationship. We know in some of our relationships if we don’t have a confrontation in that relationship, it will never come to this place of real community. We live in these facades in our relationships not really knowing the other person and not being known. So often we settle for pseudo-community.

But this tunnel of chaos is scary though isn’t it. This tunnel of chaos is a scary place to go because you don’t know what is going to happen and you don’t know where you are going to come out on the other side, but the only way to get from pseudo-community to genuine community is to go through that tunnel. You have to risk. You have to put yourself out there. You have to be willing to just see what could happen. 

It is the 2% that most of us are not willing to give. Are you willing to give that final 2% in relationships? Going all in is not just being excited about NCC’s vision. It is not just getting amped up about some of the miracles that are happening. It is more than that. Going all in is giving every single part of you. It is giving that last 50, that last 20, that last 2% in relationship into God and into those around us. And it is entered this tunnel of chaos. It is entering a place of faith, believing that God can do more with what we have than we can do with it ourselves. Dick Foth said this: If you see people as threatening, you will never have real relationship, but if you see every person as a gift, every day is Christmas.
Think about the three most important relationships that you have in your life. Can I ask you to do this right now? Think about what are the three most important relationships. Maybe it’s family, maybe a business partner or a friend or a spouse, think about those three people in your life. Now, how many of you know that you are settling for pseudo-community with one of those three relationships? Lift your hand. That’s scary. But we know sometimes in the dearest, closest relationships that we have, sometimes we settle for those over here. For not truly being known of truly sharing ourselves or going to a place of vulnerability. Now, none of us actually wants to live in anything less than true community, do we? We want true community in our lives, but I think some of us settle, for a specific reason, because of fear. We are afraid of what will happen in this zone. We are afraid that if we put ourselves out there, maybe it won’t be reciprocated or we are afraid that if we share that piece about us, that someone else won’t respond in a way that makes us feel safe, or we are afraid that if we get risky in relationship it will blow up and ruin what we do have in that relationship, but you’ve got to risk to get the reward. You’ve got to take a step of risk in relationship to see a place of genuine community in your life.

Like Elijah, he throws that mantel around his friend and he takes a risk in relationship. We are called to do the same thing, not because of what we can get out of that, but because of what God has called us to give, to give completely of ourselves to those around us.

It is interesting to note the timing of God’s call on Elisha’s life here. We see that Elisha was in the middle of a field on the twelfth plow. Elisha was busy. He was successful. 12 plows is a lot of plows. He obviously has wealth and he is in the middle of all this stuff. It seems like God likes to do that doesn’t He! In the middle of our business and in the middle of our success, God taps up on the shoulder and He calls us to greater things in Him. We see it throughout Scripture. We see Gideon called when he is on the wheat-threshing floor. We see Matthew, this guy that worked for the IRS back in the day as a tax collector called to give everything to God. We see Peter called away from Long John Silvers and his fishing business to give it all. Then there is this guy Paul, he is like Dog the Bounty Hunter back in the day. He is this crazy persecutor and he is called to give it all up. All these guys and all their success and business and life and God comes along and taps them on the shoulder and says, ‘In the middle of all this, you need to give it all up, you need to sacrifice.’ But it is how you define success that is the key to understanding sacrifice. If culture defines success for you, then sacrifice seems illogical. But if God defines success for you, then sacrifice is the only logic that could be had. Elisha leaves success behind to pursue success. Wait a second, what are you taking about? What I’m trying to say is that I don’t think our desires really change all that much over time, over our lifespan, but the way we translate our desires does change. You say Elisha’s desire for success did drastically change right here, but no it didn’t, he just reported to a different boss than most of us. And his boss said it’s time for a change of portfolio. I think God was actually giving him a promotion right here. He is called to leave success to go achieve greater success. And God says, ‘You did this in this area, you did this in a little bit and now I am giving you a promotion.’ But so many of us get caught up in the fruit of success that has been given from God. He called us to pursue these things and then we become successful but we get so caught up in the fruit of success, He comes back to us and He says, ‘Great job, time for a promotion,’ and we say, ‘No! This is me, this is who I am and what I do,’ and we get caught up in the success. We hold what little we have and we miss out when God desires to outflow his blessings in a greater way in our lives.  
Verse 20
 20 Elisha then left his oxen and ran after Elijah. “Let me kiss my father and mother goodbye,” he said, “and then I will come with you.” 

   “Go back,” Elijah replied. “What have I done to you?” 

 21 So Elisha left him and went back. He took his yoke of oxen and slaughtered them. He burned the plowing equipment to cook the meat and gave it to the people, and they ate. Then he set out to follow Elijah and became his servant.

So Elisha asked if he could go back to see his parents and Elijah gives this interesting response. He says, ‘Go back, what have I done to you?’ As the piece of my brain that works on the husband part of my life kind of goes off right here, like, ‘What have I done to you?’ and I’m relating that tone. ‘Let the kids jump off the top of the stairs, that makes sense, let them jump off the table onto the wood floor, here’s the hospital number, go ahead, I’ll be upstairs resting.’  It’s kind of that ‘are you really giving me permission or is this a trick that I’m walking into?’ and I’m trying to figure out the tone of what Elijah is saying here, but I think after really looking into this, I think this is where he is going with this Scripture right here. I think what he is saying is, ‘This is not my call on you, this is not my thing for you, this is between you and God. You are not responsible to me or accountable to me, you are accountable to the living God.’ And he seems to find this place of health in relationship. He goes all in, Elijah does, he pushes it all in and he goes down this tunnel. But he realizes that on the other side, it is not his responsibility, it is not his domain. That right there is God’s domain.
Years ago, I felt led to start praying for one of my friends specifically, and as I began to pray, I really felt like there was an awareness that I don’t have any depth of relationship here so we were hanging out one day and I decided to go down that tunnel of chaos, and I went down it like in a Camaro, I flew down it.  So I started to ask him some hard questions and probe him and being transparent and being open and it did not go well. I did not feel like that was a great conversation and it actually seemed to blow up in my face and from that point on, it seemed like we were even more shallow in our relationship. It was a number of years later that this guy’s life just blew up and he lost his job, his dreams, his friends all in an instant, and the first guy that he called, to my surprise was me. I go over there and I still remember having that conversation where it was full of tears and vulnerability and it was one of the most real conversations that we ever had and it changed the course of our relationship for the good. I look back and I wonder why he called me. It was unexpected. It wasn’t because of all the great small talk that we had over a number of years. It is not because of the commonalities or the things we shared in common. It’s because he saw someone that was willing to go the extra 2%, that was willing to risk a friendship for a real relationship. He was someone that was committed more to his life than any superficial friend that he had. And it changed the course of our relationship. He is one of my best friends to this day. It is one of the most fruitful relationships to this day. And God put his hand of blessing on that relationship. But I look back and I remember thinking that was a waste, wondering if the Holy Spirit was sleeping on this one or did I just blow the conversation. But now I look back later and that conversation was what opened the door to any real relationship that we would have in the future.
You’ve got to risk to receive reward. You’ve got to go the extra 2% to see what God can do.

We see in this Scripture that God’s call is simple. It is to come and to give all that we have unto Him. He calls us to go all in and then to rest assured that He is in control from that point on.
As you read this Scripture, you see in the margin of your Bible that there is a cross reference that a lot of your Bibles give that takes us all the way to Luke 9:61. This is interesting. I felt conflicting in a way and I thought it would be interesting to briefly touch on it.  Luke 9:61

61 Still another said, “I will follow you, Lord; but first let me go back and say goodbye to my family.” 
So this is like the same question we just heard asked. Verse 62

 62 Jesus replied, “No one who puts a hand to the plow and looks back is fit for service in the kingdom of God.” 

This is a little confusing right here. Is it contradictory? The same question with very different answers. One person gets permission and the other person gets scolded. But here is the difference – Elisha goes back to solidify the call. He goes back and he burns his plows and has a celebration and he prepares to go and do God’s word; whereas in the New Testament Scripture, it is regarded as a stalling act. ‘I want to go back and be with my family and we’ll talk about it and maybe if I feel like it in the future, then I’ll come and listen to the call.’  The situations are very different, but the message is the same in both of the Scriptures. When God calls, there is a time sensitivity. When God calls you, you need to respond now. There is a sense of urgency in the kingdom of God. Throughout this weekend in our city and across the nation, we will hear gospel message alike from church to church. We will hear it all over the place, but in some places we will sit in our seats and say that’s great, I like that, I agree with that, I’m going to go home and watch TV and we don’t really think about it, but the gospel message in its truest form had this sense of urgency, this sense of now to give everything I have right now. Jesus demanded it of his disciples. ‘You cannot be my disciple if it is not now.’

21 of us NCC a couple of months ago went to Jamaica and we worked with a Teen Challenge there and had an incredible time. One day in the afternoon, we had made lunches to give away to some of the homeless and some people on the streets, the drug addicts who lived on the streets and we came up to one guy and I was with Anthony Richards, the Director of Teen Challenge, and we gave him a lunch and were talking to him and Anthony starts to look at him weird and then he yanks off his Yankees hat, which I’m fine with that, but it was kind of weird and all of a sudden he said, ‘Man you used to come to Teen Challenge,’ and he starts to realize that this guy used to be in the program and he begins to talk to him, ‘What are you doing on the streets? We miss you and we want you back, there is a better life in store for you than being addicted to drugs and living on the streets,’ and he calls Joel over because Joel knew him on the streets and he says, ‘If I can do it, I know you can do this. You know if you keep doing this, you are going to end up dead on the street.’  It was getting a little heated but this guy is taking it, saying he knows they are right and he says he is going to come back to Teen Challenge. And Anthony says, ‘Let’s get in the car right now and I’m going to drive up to the center and we are going to get you all set and take care of you.’  And the guy said, ‘I want to come but I have some family business I have to take care of.’ Joel said, ‘If you don’t do it now, you won’t do it.’ The guy repeats, ‘I have some family stuff to take care of.’ This goes on for about 10 minutes and Anthony is aggressively loving on this guy and finally it comes to the point where he says, ‘Ok, man, stay safe and hopefully we’ll see you soon.’ And we walk away and Anthony says, ‘Man, that is sad, it reminds me of the Scripture in Luke 9 when Jesus calls the man and the man says that he has to go take care of some family stuff, he said the same thing that Jesus saw in that man, I see in this man.’ He is not talking about taking care of his family, he is talking about excuse, about putting something ahead of the kingdom calling on his life. And he said I know he needs to come to Teen Challenge and I know he needs to surrender to God, he knows he needs to do that and God knows he needs to do that, but until he is ready to respond to God’s calling, nothing will happen in his life. When God calls you, it is never the right time. Do not wait for the right time when God calls you because it is never the right time. God says: Come to Me this day in this place right now right here. Isaiah says: Today is the day of the Lord and you are called into my presence.  John Chapter 5: It is urgent, Jesus says, that you get this right. The time has arrived. Matthew 6, Jesus says: Give your entire attention to what God is doing right now.  There is a sense of urgency to the call of God on every single one of us. 

This all in thing is a big deal but we have dumbed down the truth and the urgency of the gospel. It is more than a raised hand. It is more than checking off a set of beliefs. It is more than what you can give right now or what you are able to give in the future. God says, ‘I want all of you, every single part of you, what’s in your back pocket, what’s in your heart, every limb, every part of your brain, I want it all, and if not, you cannot be my disciple.’  He wants every single part of who we are. And Elisha gives Him everything. He submits wholly to God.
Can we count the cost of what Elisha gives up here? He lived in a place called Abelmeholah which in Hebrew means Meadow of Dancing. That’s a cool place to live. I lived in a boring subdivision called Willow Way. I’d love to live in the Meadow of Dancing. He lived in this place and probably owns a very fruitful plot of land. He has 12 plows so he is constantly going and it’s a very fruitful place. And most families, in that day and age, if they own one plow and one pair of oxen, they are doing well. But he owns 12 plows and 24 oxen. This is like a farmer leaving his 3,000 acres, his 12 combines and tractors, his millions of dollars of equipment, leaving it all behind. It is like a guy in Georgetown leaving his four-story row house and his 12 BMWs all behind to come and serve God. He leaves great wealth.

What else does Elisha leave? Think about it this way. When he goes down to the watering hole and he sees the guys and he walks in and they say, ‘Are you guy that owns the Meadow of Dancing?’ ‘I would love to get to know you?’ How many oxen do you have?’ ’24 oxen! How did you become so successful?’ This thing is his identity. He is successful in life and this is who he is. He has instant respect. This is interesting to me because of our context. In D.C., when you go to any meeting, when you go to any party in the area, what is the first question that is asked of you? What do you do? And it’s that sizing-up question. And then they answer and then you judge them right? And we work so hard for that title on our business card. Why? Because that means instant respect. Chief of Staff, Wow!  We work so hard on these titles and these things and the way that we are seen and it turns into our identity and who we are. Elisha has everything that we are working for. He has it all and he gives it all up. Are you willing to leave your identity, your wealth, your comfort, who you are? Are you willing to leave all things, to sacrifice all those things behind because of God’s call on your life?
Elisha doesn’t just leave those things, but it says that he burns his plows. He burns the temptation, the very thing that could lure him back to his former life, he gets rid of it. He deletes it from his life. I wonder what it is in your life that is holding you back from pushing it all in. What is your temptation that you keep around just in case it doesn’t work out, just in case you need to slide back into your comfort zone? Hebrews 12:1 Let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles and let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us.  Maybe you need to go home and cancel your cable. Maybe you need to get rid of those magazines. Maybe you need to leave a set of friends that leads you down the wrong path or into the wrong habits. Maybe you need to get rid of the TV or the computer that takes up all your time. Or maybe it is not a morality question for you. Maybe it is just pursuit of something that is good in Christ. I had a recent sit-down with someone who said, ‘I feel like maybe I need to extend myself and move into some public speaking opportunities,’ and he said, ‘I’ve been lulling over this and I have so much anxiety but finally I felt like I would commit to one and tell them and that would put me in a place where I can’t back of it.’  That, for them, was burning the plows. Getting rid of excuses that hold you up from doing or pursuing God’s will; from going completely in to what He had for you.
Elisha then does something after this. This is cool right here. He has a party and he slaughters the oxen and invites all his friends and coworkers in and he invites the community to celebrate what God has called him to. It is not enough to leave something behind. We also need to invite community in to celebrate what He is doing. Maybe for you, this going out and inviting a friend to coffee and just sitting down and sharing what God is doing in your heart right now. Saying, ‘I need your support and I need accountability in this season.’ When you celebrate God’s calling with you community, you put yourself in a bothersome place of actually achieving what you desire to do. Publicity breeds accountability. 
Elisha walks away from his wealth. He walks away from his friends and from his family and from his success and his identity. He goes all in to follow God’s call. This is not a Sunday School message is it? No, this is an intrusive, crazy call into our lives that pervades the very depths of what we hold dear. When Jesus said, in Luke 14: If anyone comes to Me and does not hate his father and mother, his wife and children, his brothers and sisters, yes, even his own lie, he cannot be my disciple.’  What does that mean? That’s crazy language. We like to highlight the parts of Scripture that we like and then we like to weed out the things that call us to sacrifice the very dearest parts of who we are. But how do we deal with a Scripture like this when there is contrasting things? What about when Paul says that husbands should love their wives like Christ loved the church? And what about the Scripture that says to train your child in the ways of the Lord and then we come along to the Scripture and it says to hate your wife and your children. How do we deal with these two seemingly contrasting Scriptures? 
Personally, I’ve been challenged over the past month. We’ve talked about all in. I’ve been challenged to go all in in relationship, to give everything I have in relationships and just go for it. And over time I’ve found out one key truth about myself in this desire – that I don’t have enough. I want to invest in 100 relationships more than I am right now. I don’t have enough. I don’t have enough to invest in our campus pastors, to invest in my ministry leaders and our missions leaders. I don’t have enough to invest in my neighbors and my family. I don’t have enough to invest in the guys at the gym. I don’t have enough to reach out and invest in our missionaries. I just do not have enough for all these different things. It is not there. So what do I do? What can I do before the Lord? I’ve come to Him and I feel like He spoke this into me, that God has said to me, in order to fulfill the call to love others adequately, you have to understand that you are inadequate and love Me.  

Don’t just love me first, love me with everything, all of you. Remember the Scripture when Jesus fed the 5,000, the boy came with two fish and five loaves right? That’s all they had. They could have given it to a few people or they could have divided it up and fed a larger crowd but instead they put it in Jesus’ hands. When they put the two fish and five loaves in Jesus’ hand, suddenly it was multiplied to be enough for 5,000 with some leftovers. I only have two fish and five loaves capacity, but when I put my capacity in Jesus’ hands, somehow this multiplication seems to happen. One of the best things that you can do for your wife is to love God with everything, because when you put your capacity in God’s hands, He gives you back enough for you, He gives you back enough for your wife and your kids and He gives you leftovers for the rest of your life. He consumes you beyond what you can do in your own rights.

I have resolved to go all in in my relationships over the past month and here is where it had led me – back to my prayer closet. I have rewritten my prayer list and I have begun to engage and be consumed by getting to know my God. To properly love all the people in my life, I have to pray for them. I have to seek God on their behalf. But we tend to try to be reactive in prayer. I love what Chris Jarrell said the other day. He said, “We usually allow our circumstances to force us into prayer instead of prayer leading us into our circumstances.”  I think this was the principle with my father that I have been learning over time. He was a man that was always known for mission and that’s what people talked about when they talked about him. I relate with that both in legacy and passion, but as I’ve really started to think about this, I realized that’s not the root of who he is, that is not where he was centered and where everything came out of. He was a man of prayer. He got up at 3:30 a.m. and would begin to pray on his own. Then he went to church at 5:00 a.m. and pray with others. Everything came out of the root, the center, of knowing and pursuing Almighty God.  And out of that, family and mission and calling and life, everything else came in the backstroke. When you follow God wholly and completely with everything, everything else comes in the backstroke. 
Jesus didn’t call us to win the world, He called us to seek ye first the kingdom of God, and all these things shall be added unto you. Hallelujah! 

All in is to begin to get to know the Jesus that you confess. Maybe it is spending time at an altar. Maybe it is going home tonight or tomorrow and allowing the Holy Spirit to minister to your spirit, and when you do that, somehow, you have enough. I don’t know how it works but when you put everything into Christ’s hands, somehow you have enough.
Matthew 16:25

For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for Me will find it.

So in the past weeks, I’ve added an element to our graph. Instead of trying to be adequate in my relationships, I’ve taken this thing out right here and I’ve tried to do something else, to add an element of prayer. And nothing has changed in the need that I have to go from pseudo-community to genuine community. Nothing has changed there but the order has changed because when I go here first, then I still end up coming out over here. When I do this, when I merely change this simple equation to start with the point of prayer, here’s what happens – the relationships are all the same, the amount of relationships are the same but I go into the relationships with a different level of confidence. I step into relationship with a different level of calling and I step into relationship with a different sense of confidence and knowledge and intentionality that God is leading, that the Holy Spirit is part of this process. When you enter the tunnel of chaos, you also enter into a place that is known as Holy Spirit possibilities.

Are we giving every single thing that we have to God? When we do, possibilities open up into our lives. What plows do you need to burn this day? Temptations and excuses, let go of this day. Who do you need to pull in to celebrate what God is doing in your life? Who do you need to put a mantel, a cloak around their shoulders to invest and connect with their lives?

God help us to have the courage to step into your will and to your calling. God we lift you up today. We thank You for your Word. We thank You that it is true yesterday, today and forever. We pray today that You would help us to follow the revolutionary call that You have given every one of us.
