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This morning we close out our ‘How’ series and we are going to be talking about how to share our faith today, a topic that everyone loves to talk about!
Mark 16:15

 He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to all creation.

When we talk about preaching the gospel, what images come to your mind? Maybe you think about that guy with the megaphone on 9th and H in Chinatown that is yelling Scriptures and opinions to people who walk by. Yall have seen him. Why is it his preaching is always associated with anger? Why? Maybe you have an image of somebody judging somebody else because of their actions. Maybe an image of someone sharing the way that God has shaped or changed or revealed Himself to someone in their life comes to mind as well. But all different images come to our mind when we hear this phrase ‘preaching the gospel.’ So what I’d like to do really quickly to start off today is to deconstruct this phrase and hopefully de-mystify and then reconstruct it in the same manner.

The word ‘preach’ is used 32 times in the New Testament and it means to proclaim. Pro-claim, it is a positive claim. It is also associated with the word ‘evangelism’ or to announce. The second part, ‘gospel’ literally means good news. So when we talk about how to share our faith, what are we saying? We are saying preach the gospel. What does that mean? It means to proclaim good news. 

Now, let’s dig a little deeper here on that second part, the gospel specifically. What is the gospel? It is good news. Now, if tacos are half off, that is some good news! The salted chocolate caramel pop tart, anybody saw that yet? That is good news as well but is that the good news of the gospel? Probably not! So what is the gospel? This is kind of a big deal. This is a key question for us. Some things we should be on the same page, like the rapture for instance. Maybe you believe it is going to be pre-tribulation or maybe you believe it is going to believe it is going to be post tribulation or maybe you think what are you talking about. And that’s ok. We have different opinions there, but this thing, the gospel, would most of us agree that this is a key thing for us to agree on, right? What is the gospel? I wish we had note cards today that all of us could just write down our answer. What is the gospel? I would love to read those.
Let’s look at the Scripture and see what the Scriptures have to say about describing what the gospel is.

John 3:14-15

So the Son of Man must be lifted up, that everyone who believes may have eternal life in him.”

Acts 4:12

Salvation is found in no one else for there is no other name under heaven given to mankind by which we must be saved.

John 14:6

Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth and the life. No man comes to the Father except through me.

The gospel is not an idea. It is not a philosophy. It is not a way of thinking. It is not a way of being. It is not a way of doing things. The gospel is not a commandment. It is not the Ten Commandments. The gospel is a person and that person is Jesus Christ.
John 1:14

The Word was made flesh and dwelt among us.

This is a huge thing! What this means is that we are not to go out and we are not supposed to go out and win people to our philosophy of life. That is not the gospel. Instead of doing that, our job, the gospel, is to go out and to introduce people to our Friend. Preach the gospel, proclaim the good news. Good news is Jesus. Our calling is to share Jesus with people around us.

This week, Nina and I had our ninth wedding anniversary! You can clap! So we went out and we were talking and we had a good steak, it was all for her. Ha ha. So we were sharing good memories we’ve had over our marriage and we couldn’t help but talk about our three kids, when they were born and we were going through the whole experience from when we got in the car and that whole conversation on the driving to the hospital, and then we were laughing about that whole interaction and then getting there and the waiting and then the pushing and then finally this baby comes out and you look at this baby and you cannot believe that you made this thing because it looks like an alien! There is no way that is my child! Have you been cheating on me with an alien? What is happening? But then they clean them and they put them into your arms and you look into that child and here is what you realize, you realize that you thought you knew every angle of love, but you didn’t, because there is such a new realization of love that you have when you are holding that baby in your arms and you look into the face of that child and your love quotient is blown away! So much so that you have this transcendent moment, almost, this incredible moment like all your issues and everything else going on in life, all of a sudden, they just don’t matter. And you find this sense of peace in that moment and thankfulness and gratitude to God. 

Now, if a family member calls you, you tell them what’s going on and then you start to talk with your spouse about what is happening and you can’t wait to figure out that creative way to put it on Facebook. What picture to use and you talk about how you are going to share your good news with everyone in your life. You can’t wait to share the name. Why? Not because you are trying to talk everyone else into having a baby, that has nothing to do with it. It has everything to do with this incredible experience that your family is having and this crazy love that you have for a person and this good news that you want to share with everyone around you! And that good news, you want everyone to meet that good news, right? You want them to meet the person that is that good news.  

Having a child, like faith, is a personal thing. It is this incredible moment that is very personal but in the same way, as both having a child and faith are personal, they are not private. They are not private. You can’t imagine having a child and then telling nobody about it. You’ve got to share this good news. It’s the same thing with our faith. Listen, Jesus has changed my life! I am a new creation in Christ. I am a new person. The old Joel is gone and the new Joel has come because God got a hold of me and He changed me. He changed me from selfish to selfless. He took me and I was captivated by fear and I was captivated by guilt growing up. I was afraid of displeasing this group of people and I was afraid of blowing it and of messing it up in the big game. My life was haunted by fear all over the place. And I came to Christ and He gave me something called freedom. And He took my fears and He set those fears aside and I found freedom in who I am in Him. Life was all about minimizing risk and then all of a sudden, it opened up everything and my guilt passed away.

Romans 8

Therefore there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus, for He has set us free from the law of sin and death and He has given us the law of the Spirit of life.

How much life does He give me? He does not give me a small portion. He does not give me a medium sized portion. He doesn’t give me a large portion. He gives us life and He gives it in abundance. I don’t say that as a way of just telling you about this Book. I say that to tell you about my life!  And how the interaction with our King, our Lord, with Jesus, has changed me. It has changed who I am and I have to share that good news!  The reason I’m up here is because God has got a hold of my heart and He has gripped my heart! How could I not share that with people around me? 

We have no right to try to change anybody else. Do we understand that? We have not right to try to change anybody else. God changed me. The Holy Spirit came and He did for me what I could not do for myself. He changed me from the inside out. We have no right to try to change anybody else but we have every responsibility to share the life-changing power of God that is at work within us! Jesus came along and He saw people as they truly are hand-crafted by God.
When we talk about this subject, we think about, ok, all of a sudden people become evangelistic projects. But Jesus doesn’t see people that way! He sees them how He sees them, as treasures of God. When we meet people and we befriend them, do we see them as God’s treasures? Do we treat them that way? Pastor Mark says worship is bragging about God to God. Evangelism is bragging about God to others. I don’t try to win anybody else. I don’t try to convince anybody else. I don’t try to change anybody else. I try to love everybody else. 

Billy Graham said it this way, “It is the Holy Spirit’s job to convict; it is the Father’s job to judge; it is our job to love.”

That is where we live. That is our calling right there. Listen, I don’t have a great story about somebody who evangelized to me. I don’t have that. I have some powerful stories about people who loved Jesus and loved me with the love of Jesus. A guy named Steve who was willing to walk across the room, who was willing to speak into me and to prophesy into my life. He was willing to call things out in me. He was willing to call out potential in my life. A guy named Jamie who is one of my best friends who shapes me and challenges me and pushes me in faith and he learns from me and I learn from him. I see the love of Jesus in him.  My dad was an incredible example to me. He wasn’t perfect but he lived his life in way where he sacrificed comfortability and he sacrificed things that other people would see as their right, he sacrificed those things because he was pursuing God and he was trying to live like Jesus lived.

All those people had an incredible impact on my life but none of them were trying to evangelize me. But they were all evangelists within my life. They had experienced God and they shared the love of God. They shared the good news with me and it impacted me. We have some serious words with this issue of evangelization and especially when you think about within the context of our culture. It is a dirty word and we talk about it and I was sharing with a  guy this morning and he said, ‘Man, I heard another friend describe it this way, he described it as intellectual terrorism.’  Like, you are infringing your beliefs and forcing them on me. That is not what we are talking about! It is not our job to change anybody, to change their views or their ideas or their motives. It is our job to share the good news of what God has done within us. That’s all we are to do.
See, it is interesting because Apple calls their consumers evangelists. Have you seen that? So you meet somebody who owns an Apple computer and they are going to tell you about their computer aren’t they? They are going to talk about how great it is and how this function does this and how it has helped them in their creativity and they are going to talk about their computer. And in many ways they are evangelists for their computer. But yet we are more willing to talk about our computer than we are to talk about the life-changing, saving power of the grace of God! 

Listen, we are not forcing anything. We are merely baring witness to what God has done in our spirit and in our lives.  We share our lives and we share what is going on in our lives. 

I Thessalonians 2:8 says this

We love you so much that we are delighted to share with you not only the gospel of God but our lives as well.

So Paul exhorts us in two areas, to share the gospel and to share your life.

A couple years ago, one of our missionaries was in town and he shared a thought that really challenged me. He said, “What if the best way to share the gospel is actually to share the gospel?”  We get all creative, random acts of kindness, and those are all good but what if the best way is actually sharing the gospel. Now, there are a few sides to this thing. There are great quotes, like St. Francis said preach the gospel at all times and when necessary, use words. There is nothing more powerful than the way you live your life and the actions you take. Integrity and sincerity and authenticity in your faith. So, when you are at work and you decide not to lie to get ahead, that is an incredible testimony. When you decide not to exaggerate the truth, that is a testimony. When you decide not to cheat on your spouse, that is a testimony. Our actions are incredible. We have to be sincere in our faith. The word ‘sincere’ actually means without wax. So in ancient times, you have these ancient sculptors would be sculpting and they would make a mistake and they would take wax and fill in their mistake, so from afar, you would think it was a perfect sculpture but when you got up close, you would see the little edges and the imperfections and it wasn’t what you thought it was.  Same thing when you open a door in your house and it looks like it is all wood but you look at it and it is just a veneer on the outside. You could put your fist through that door. And on the inside, it is cork. It is fake. Our faith has to be authentic to have any worth, to bear any fruit in our world.  
I love this quote, “Preach the gospel at all times and when necessary, use words.” But listen, it can also be a cop out to not be bold with our words and our faith. What if, sometimes, God actually calls you to share the gospel with your neighbor? I decided through Lent a couple of years ago that I was going to take 40 days and every day, I would share the gospel. Now, reminder, what is gospel? Gospel is a person so I’m going to share Jesus. Jesus came to different people in different ways at different times. Some people, He came and encouraged them. Others He came and exhorted them. Others He came and He just touched them. So I came in different ways. I would try to share Jesus every single day. And it was amazing the divine appointments that were opened up. I started to share Jesus with somebody and they started sharing their suicidal thoughts and I was able to minister to that person and help them in their incredible time of need. I encouraged people. I shared finances with other people. I bought a meal for somebody. I talked to a young person and spoke some prophecy into their future. I gave somebody a hug. Every day it was different but every day I was going out and trying to share Jesus with somebody around. Here’s what I found out, in the first 20 days of this experiment, I found out that I talk to you guys different than I talk to my neighbors. The way I talk to people in my church is different than the way I talk to my neighbors. So I decided to try to talk the same way and be the same person wherever I am. I just tried to level the playing field. I’m not going to force anything on anybody. God is doing something in my life, I’m going to openly share that. I’m just going to talk about what God is doing in my life. So we were out with our neighbors and we were talking and the conversation moved around and I started talking about some of the miracles that were happening on our missions trips. I looked over at Nina and she was wide-eyed and like, ‘Where are you going with this? What’s going on?’  But I had decided to be who I am, not forcing anything, just sharing what God is doing. It’s amazing what God is doing and I just have to share it. And they received that and we had a wonderful conversation about faith in our lives. It was an open door! Why? Because I had boldness enough to number one, live in the Spirit, and number two, to respond and be obedient to the Spirit. Now, the back story is the fact that I have relationship with them. I’ve shoveled their sidewalk and played with their kids and I know them. So when I share something like that, they are not intimidated by a message that is coming at them because they know me. It is not just about the message that we preach, it is about the life we live as well. It is the combination of these two things that we see in I Thessalonians 2:8: We love you so much, we are delighted to share with you not only the gospel of God but to share our lives as well. 
So the first thing I learned through this experiment, the first 20 days, was that I needed to talk to everyone the same way. Then I realized, in the second half of this experiment, the way I view my neighborhood, the way I have purpose within my neighborhood, I don’t have that same purpose when I come to church. I let that go. Why do I do that? Because I categorize you guys. I make assumptions about you. Does anybody else do that? I do that and that’s a fault. I categorize people and I make assumptions about them. So then God said, ‘Listen, Joel, there is no categorization in the Scripture. Why do you do that? Everyone is a treasure of God treat everyone the same way and have the same expectations wherever you go.’  So I started praying a prayer that when I go to church, I would share Jesus. I don’t mean from up here either. I meant from within conversations, in the lobby, outside, when we are eating donuts, God help me share the gospel at church, and that totally flipped things around. When you come to church, don’t just come and leave. Don’t just come to receive, come to receive and come to give as well. God wants to do a work in this place and He wants to not just do it by his Spirit but He wants to do it by his Spirit through you. That person you are sitting next to, sitting behind or in front of, that person that you walk next to, that person you don’t talk to, God has a plan for their life and He wants to use you as part of that plan. Be attentive to Him. Maybe you are here and you are saying, ‘I need someone to reach out to me,’ I’ve been in that place in my life a number of times where I wondered why nobody was reaching out to me when I needed it, and God always speaks Luke 6:38 to me: Give and it shall be given unto you. If you need something given unto you, go ahead and start giving. It is kind of a law of the Scriptures I’ve found that is true no matter where you use it in life, you start being that person that you need to come into your life and somehow they show up in your life in droves. Give and it shall be given unto you.
Can I ask you and be blunt? When you come to church, can you see this as a ministry? It is God ministering to you and it is you ministering to those people around you. There is somebody around you that needs a prayer today. There is somebody around you that needs to be touched or needs a hug. There is somebody around you who needs encouragement today and they need it coming from you. Let’s stop making assumptions. We see no assumptions or categorizations in the Scripture. What do we see? Acts 1:8: For you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes up on you to be my witnesses.  A witness does what? He bears witness. He tells a story. He shares his experience.  He doesn’t just share it with the judge, he doesn’t whisper it to the jury, no, everybody in that courtroom, no matter if they’ve heard the story or not, hears that story.
We are called to bear witness to what God is doing. Let’s throw out our assumptions and our categorization. I believe, we believe in divine appointment. When you show up here, you show up by no accident. We believe that your day is not an accident. I believe that your life is not an accident. You exist because of the purposes of God, that God has drawn plans for your life. Maybe you haven’t stepped into those but He still has plans for your future. I believe that! This morning is a divine appointment that He wants to speak something within you. We love this core value that says it is never too late to be who you might have been. It doesn’t matter what you’ve done in your past because God still has an awesome and incredible planned out future for you if you step into his goodness and his grace. We are no accidents in God and we are here by no accidents because the Spirit of God wants to infuse his Spirit within us! He wants to work within us. Ephesians 2:10 talks about it. One of the goals I’ve had this year is I want to give something away every single day. God help me to give something away today. How do I do that? I’ve got to have something to give away if I want to give something away. So I understand, if this is my goal, then I’ve got to get in the Scriptures and I’ve got to get in the Word and I’ve got to get in prayer. So I get in the Word in the morning, I pray through that I read and I journal and here’s what I do. I ask God every morning to give me one thing today. Put one thing in my spirit that I can give away. God give me one phrase. And I fight and wrestle in prayer until I get that thing, until I get that one thing in my pocket that I can give away. And it is amazing how often that what God speaks into me has direct correlation to somebody I meet that day! Giving something away looks totally different every day. Maybe it is helping someone with their groceries. Maybe it is giving someone a couple of bucks. Sometimes that is the application but so often it is a word of encouragement and I understand that I’ve got to get in the presence of God. If I don’t get in God’s presence, I have a hard time presenting his goodness to somebody else. To give Him away, you’ve got to know Him first. But when you begin to cultivate a relationship with Him, you begin to know Him and you begin to receive his blessings so that you can give his blessings to those around you.
I Peter 3:15

Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have but do it with gentleness and respect.

So many of us have found life-changing power from God, but we’ve never taken time to figure out how to share it. Maybe you have a favorite joke and then you hear your friend start to tell that joke and they go through it and they totally butcher the punch line? Everyone is going that was a lame joke but it wasn’t a lame joke, he just didn’t take the time to say it correctly. We’ve got this incredible story but we never take the time to craft out, to figure out how to share our story.

Bill Hybels talks about this in Walking Across the Room. He talks about four critiques in how we share our faith. The first critique is this. He says that we are long-winded. He says that most people don’t have a half hour to hear your story but we go on and on because we haven’t taken time to craft it out. The second thing he talks about is that our stories are fuzzy. I agree with this. So many times I hear somebody’s story and get to the end of it and I’m going, I know something happened to you but I just can’t figure out what it was or what the point was of that story. The third thing he says is it is too religious. We use words like sanctified and saved and you need a spiritual lexicon to listen and understand what somebody is trying to tell you. The fourth thing he says is superiority. The easiest way to turn somebody off is to put yourself on a pedestal, to think of yourself as better than them, because we are not! We really are no better than anybody else. Look at Philippians 2. It says to imitate Christ and then it says that Jesus took the lowest form and He became in the very nature of a servant. If we are not humble, then we are not following the gospel. We are not following Jesus. Our stories need to be four things, they need to be brief, clear, simple and humble. You need to be able to talk about your story in a minute or less. You need to be humble and in the right spirit and simple and clear with one clear focused message. When I’m at my gym, I’ll have maybe on average a 2-minute conversation with somebody. Or when you are in your neighborhood, maybe it’s 3 or 4 minutes, so you’ve got very little time. You need to be able to share your story in 100 words or less. 
Can this be our homework today? I might give you one more. I’ve got two potential homework assignments, this is one of them. Write out your story in 100 words or less and email it to somebody, to your spouse or to a friend or email it to me. I would love to hear your story in 100 words or less. It is an incredible practice that will help you shape the way you tell your story. We go on missions trips and one of my favorite things we do is we will have everyone share their story on the trip. It is this emotional opening up experience and I’m blown away at how so many people have never shared God’s redemptive story in their life. And it is full of richness and beauty and forgiveness and healing and stepping out of abuse and hurt. These amazing stories that have never been shared before. We don’t take time to think through and talk through what God has done in our lives. 100 words or less. How do we do it? How do we clarify what God has done with us? Well, you need to start thinking through things like what were you like before you met Christ and what were you like after you met Christ. You have someone tell you about the most amazing weight loss program but they are still the exact same weight they were a month ago, I don’t know if I will buy into that one! I love only meat and desserts but I don’t buy into that! It doesn’t seem to be working! So what were you like prior to being changed by the Holy Spirit? And then what were you like after? Maybe you go into key words, like take the word ‘fear’ for instance, what has God done in your life in terms of fear? Or love or acceptance or self-worth or change or guilt? Think through different words and then begin to write out and think through what God has done in your life. Come to a clear point of what God has done within you. But we have to take some time to craft that out. We share the gospel and we share our lives.  Take time to invest in it.
At the end of the day though, it is not just about sharing our words. It is about sharing our lives as well. When a girl falls in love with a guy, you don’t have to teach her to talk about that guy, do you? No! She is going to talk about it and she is going to find a way to share about it. So our key is first and foremost to cultivate our relationship with the Lord, to daily get into his presence, to follow Him, to pursue Him. When we cultivate a love for God, it is not a matter of if you talk about Him, it is a matter of how, of where, of when. 

In Acts Chapter 8, Philip is walking down the road and in verse 29 it says that the Spirit told Philip to go to that chariot. So he went over to the chariot and he waited and the Ethiopian Eunuch shows up and he invites him up and Philip asks him a questions. He says do you understand what you are reading? And they get into this conversation and it ends in verse 35 with Philip sharing the good news of Jesus. Now, what was happening here? First of all, Philip was just walking down the road. It was an everyday situation. It was a normal occurrence just like all of us go to work and we meet people and we interact. And then the Spirit of the Lord prompts something within us. He didn’t have a formula. This is not about a PowerPoint presentation that we give to somebody else. The Spirit of God works in unique ways in different situations. He has a unique plan for every person we come across. God is a hand-crafter, not a mass-producer. We don’t just take an idea and flush it out. We listen to the Spirit of God.
I think sometimes we have this idea that our evangelization, our sharing of Jesus is more dependent on the power of my persuasion than it is on the power of the Holy Spirit, but no! Put yourself in position to share Jesus and then allow Him, step aside, and allow Him to do the work.

My mom is an incredible example of being led by the Spirit. Just last week, a number of different examples, she saw someone who was getting chewed out, so she just went over and talked to that person and validated them. She was with some friends and they asked her to pray and she prayed over somebody and they were healed of sickness. She was at a store and felt like the Spirit prompted her to buy a dessert for a neighbor, so she bought that dessert and she took it over to them and they were incredibly encouraged because of a rough week that they had. She does this crazy thing, she listens to promptings of the Spirit and then she does those things! It is crazy! And it is crazy how God shows up! She doesn’t always share her story. She doesn’t always share God’s redemptive story but she is always preaching the gospel. She is always sharing Jesus with the people around her.

I think sometimes we miss the point and that’s this, we try to work for God instead of allowing God to work through us. This is not about us! Do you understand that? It is hard because our culture tells us that everything is about us but this is not about us! It is not about our issues, our beliefs, but this is about the kingdom of God at work, the person of Jesus at work. I Thessalonians 2:8 Share the gospel and share your lives. Sharing your faith is giving an answer. Sharing your life is living an answer. Our faith is our life. Our culture tells us to compartmentalize everything in different areas but our faith should be our life. If our faith is our life, then sharing our lives is actually sharing our faith. It is as simple as that. 

This week, I was over at Ella and Zeke’s new school. We are really excited about SWS. We have a new school building and we were there planting some flowers out front and Bill Stevens was there. He has a child there as well. So we were planting and somebody else was working with us and they were a social worker and Bill hears that and he starts asking all these questions about social work. He was very inquisitive and really digging in to this guy and after a while he said, ‘This week, Alexa and I were praying over social workers and I didn’t realize that we were actually praying for you! So this is awesome to hear about what God is doing in your life!’ And this guy was just so impacted that someone was actually interested in his work, first of all, and it was nice to have someone appreciate what he does. And Bill preached the gospel in that moment. He shared Jesus. He didn’t push anything. In his life, he has an authentic, sincere faith in the Lord and God prompted him. That week, He put something in his pocket. He prompted him to pray for social workers and then God brought those things together and God connected the dots and Bill stepped out in boldness to share Jesus.

That’s all we are called to do. That’s all we are called to do. We are not called to win anybody. We are called to share Jesus in the lives of those around us.

Listen, can we commit to something this week? Here’s your other homework assignment. What if this week if you just decide every single day to give something away? Jesus came in different forms, right? He touched some. He exhorted some. He encouraged some. It is not a formula. It is a relationship with the person. To give something away though, you’ve got to have something to give. You have to be in the presence of God. So you get up and the first part of your day is getting in the Scripture and wrestling in prayer with God and get that one thing to give.  Let’s commit ourselves to giving something away, to preaching the gospel, to sharing Jesus this week. And when you do that, you become the answer to somebody else’s prayers. Isn’t that a beautiful thing! Sometimes it is a prayer that somebody has not prayed yet. Other times, it is a prayer that has been prayed for years by somebody else. Let’s step forward today. Let’s step into the mandate that God has given to us and let’s be obedient to Him.

Stand up and I’m going to close things a little differently than normal. Often, we will get up and sing our response and sing our praise to the Lord but today we are not going to do that. I want to close out with a commissioning over this word, that this word would take root in our hearts and it only happens by us being obedient. This word means nothing if we are not obedient to it. So I want to commission us and in the same manner that we talked about of putting our categories and our assumptions aside and just speaking and praying and believing in one another, in this place, I want to do that right now. If you feel comfortable, put a hand on the person to your right and we are going to commission one another this morning. We are going to take a minute or two, maybe introduce yourself to somebody and I want to pray over all of us. And as I pray, can you take some time to pray in the Spirit into your neighbor and let’s believe in this time that God will commission us for this week. Let’s pray. 
Lord, we thank You for your Word and we thank You for your calling. And we pray Father that we would not set this Word aside. Lord, You have called us to preach the gospel and we take all the cultural assumptions with those words and it makes us fearful but Lord I pray that we would set those cultural assumptions aside and that we would come back to the simplicity of what the gospel actually and that is the person of Jesus, the good news of Jesus who has changed us, who has called us out, who has made us new. So right now Lord, as our hand is on the person to our right, I pray that You would anoint them and I pray that You would call them out and I pray that You would speak life into them today. Lord I pray that they would understand that they are no accident, that You have created them and that You have created them with a purpose, that You have called them and called them with a purpose. John 15:16, You said You have called us and You have anointed us. You chose us, we did not choose You, to go and to bear fruit.
