Religion vs Relationship

Read Acts 17:18-21

Reflect on Psalm 115. Our world shrinks to what we worship.

God has given us all gifts & dreams. But, we can sometimes worship the gifts over the Gift Giver.
Where have we consciously built altars to God vs monuments to self?

Criticize by creating

Read Acts 17:22-23

Consecration is putting our idols on the altar.

Goodness is not the absence of badness. You can do nothing wrong and still do nothing right.
Reflect on Matthew 10:16

Reflect on Zechariah 4:10

“Do not curse the darkness, light a candle”

How can you put your gifts and dreams to action in your life this week?
