Sermon Overview: Worship is a weapon, our secret weapon. It’s the way we fight
spiritual battles, shift the atmosphere, and prophesy our praise.

Sermon Series Questions:

1. What does it mean to seek The Lord?
2. What does worship and praise mean to you? What does that look like in your everyday

life?

Sermon Specific Questions:
1. Worship is a lifestyle, it glorifies God, it requires giving God our best efforts in order to go

to another level. In what ways are you stretching yourself to get to another level where
worship is a weapon?

2. There are two types of worship. Worship 1.0, when we worship because of our
circumstances and Worship 2.0, when we worship in spite of our circumstances. What
type are you currently at and what do you tend to do when you don’t know what to do?

3. Paul and Silas in Acts 23-25 were in hard times and they went into Worship 2.0, where
they were praising over their problems and circumstances; they put on the garment of
praise (Psalms 42). How can you make a pre decision to give God the sacrifice of praise
when you face hard times?
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4. "Praise through as I pray through" Worship and praise shifts the atmosphere, my attitude,
elevates my faith, takes the sealing off, it's where healing and miracles happen. What
breakthroughs are you currently praying for/ praising through?

Digging Deeper:

● Tips for your Worship/Praise Time:

○ When you don’t know what to do, seek first the kingdom of God. (Matthew 6:33)

○ Record in a gratitude journal, serve, love on people, give, anything that glorifies
God

○ Worship/praise, as with prayer, is like using a muscle, it takes time to build, so give
yourself grace as you form new habits.
